RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the Board receive and file the executed contract with Weka, Inc. for
the Danny Thomas Ranch Water Infrastructure Project in the amount of $307,969.00.

BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:

The Beaumont-Cherry Valley Recreation and Park District solicited bids for the Danny
Thomas Ranch Water Infrastructure Project in accordance with the District’s public works
bidding procedures. Following the bid opening and review process, two submitted bids were
determined to be incomplete due to missing required documentation and therefore did not
meet the responsiveness requirements outlined in the bid specifications. Weka, Inc. was
subsequently identified as the lowest responsive and responsible bidder.

At a prior Board meeting, the Board authorized staff to proceed with executing an agreement
with the lowest responsible bidder following completion of the bid review process. Consistent
with that authorization, the District executed an agreement with Weka, Inc. on February 27,
2026.

The contract amount for the project is $307,969.00. The contract time for completion is
seventy-five (75) days, beginning ten (10) days following the effective date of the agreement.
The estimated project start date is March 9, 2026.

The District’s project engineer, LEC Engineering, will assist with project oversight and
coordination as construction begins. Weka, Inc. has indicated they are prepared to begin
work and the project is now underway.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Funding for this project will come from the $400,000 UCI grant awarded by Riverside
County. The District received the grant funds in advance. The construction contract with
Weka, Inc. totals $307,969.00, and the remaining balance of the grant funding is expected
to be used for soft costs associated with the project, including engineering, project
management, and related administrative expenses.
